6. Provide a quality wallet size photo with your name on the back of the photo.

7. Submit one original application and all required attachments. The NICF office will make all necessary
copies.

8. Do not use staples. Use only paper clips or clamps to attach your application materials to each other.

9. Place your application and attachments in a yellow manila envelope. Put your name and contact
information on the outside of the envelope. If you do not have a manila envelope, please ask your High
School Guidance Dept. for an envelope and one will be provided to you.

10. By the deadline, give the manila envelope that contains your wallet size photo, application, academic
certification form, signature page and transcript to the guidance department of your high school.
